Course objectives – At the end of this course students will be able to write in a clear, creative, and thoughtful manner; students will be able to conduct research and compile information into a cohesive product; students will be able to understand and utilize the concepts of grammar as it applies to writing; students will be able to analyze and interpret information from literary texts; and students will be able to learn how to discern the meaning of vocabulary words using context clues and incorporate vocabulary words into their writing.

Course overview – English II will offer students a broad range of literary texts and supplemental materials that will offer students the opportunity to advance their knowledge of literature and writing.  Students will be exposed to writing techniques and the proper use of grammar, as well as literary analysis.

Materials – Students must come prepared to class everyday in order to be successful in this course. Every student needs to have a black pen, a pencil, a three-ring loose-leaf binder, and paper.

List of works - We will be reading the following poems, stories, plays, and novels during the semester (Titles are not limited to this list and are subject to change):

Poetry Selections
The Alchemist- Coelho

Assignments/Homework –

Essays: 
There will be a written assignment for each unit of study in this course. Students will have to write one of each of the following:
Informational/Explanatory
Argumentative
Written reflection to a text
Research assignment
Critical review of a print or non-print text
Literary analysis

Grammar:
We will be covering grammar focused on improving writing skills. Students will be expected to incorporate grammar techniques and concepts covered in class in their written work.

Vocabulary:
Each instructional unit will contain vocabulary words that each student will be expected to learn. Students will be expected to incorporate vocabulary words into their written work.




Homework:
Homework assignments are required to be completed by all students when assigned by the teacher. Failure to complete homework assignments will result in consequences from the teacher and the use of the “Working Lunch” program.

Cheating/Plagiarism Policy – No submitted work is to be borrowed from or copied from another source. This includes using 				       someone else’s ideas without proper citation.
		Any students found to be cheating or plagiarizing will be subject to the following:
· Assignment must be resubmitted free from plagiarism
· Until assignment is resubmitted the standing grade will be 0
· A parent notification will be made upon suspicion of cheating/plagiarism
· A notification will also be made to the student’s administrator at the school regarding cheating/plagiarism
· A point deduction will be assessed to the resubmitted work


Grading Scale – Grades will be averaged as follows:
		
		Minor Assessments (Homework, Classwork, Group Work, Minor Projects, Quizzes) – 40%
		Major Assessments (Tests, Essays, Major Projects, Final Exam) – 60%


Safety Rules – Students are expected to behave in a manner that will ensure the safety of themselves and those around them. Please see the student handbook for more details. Students who behave in a manner that endangers the safety of others will receive consequences from the teacher and administration for their behavior.

Attendance – Students are expected to be in class on time everyday. Students who miss more than 10 class days will be subject to the school’s attendance policy.

Late Work/Make-up work – All work is to be handed in on time.  Work may be turned in a day late for a 15% reduction in the grade.  After 1 day late, the reduction is increased to 30%.  This reduction lasts until 2 weeks after the initial due date.  If the assignment is turned in more than 2 weeks late, then the reduction will increase to 50%.  If an assignment is not turned in a week before the end of the quarter, then the grade will be reduced to a 0.  


If a student is absent he will have 1 day for each day absent to make up missed work. If a student is aware that he will be absent ahead of time, it is expected that he will ask for his assignments from Mr. Rowland ahead of time to be handed in upon his return to class. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain missed assignments.

Classroom behavior –
	All students are expected to behave in a manner which is respectful to all those around them.
	No food or drink will be permitted in class. 
	No electronic devices will be permitted in class.
	No headgear will be permitted in class.
All work must be the student’s original product. Any student found cheating or plagiarizing will receive an automatic 0 for the assignment and could face administrative action.
	Students are not to leave the classroom for any reason during class time.
	Students are expected to pay attention and participate in classroom discussions.

Take-home Book Policy - Students are responsible for returning any books they take home for reading or additional study.  If a student does not return a take-home book, then he will not be able to take the next eligible take-home book out of the classroom.  The student will have to return the original book he borrowed or replace it with a new copy for the English department.

Web 2.0 tools - Students will be creating digital products using the following Web 2.0 tools: ToonDoo, Glogster, Quizlet, Prezi, Tumblr, and Wikispaces.  If any additional web-based programs will be utilized by the students, then permission slips will be sent home.
